In Inistioge Parish, Baptisms take place in the church of your choice (provided you 
happen to be the first booking that month). All other Baptisms in that month will 
be at the same time, and in the same church. This is to be fair to all three 
functioning churches-areas of Inistioge Parish.

Clodiagh — Sunday 12.30 pm.
